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 I had just one desire - to give myself completely to God.  So I headed for the monastery.  An old monk 
asked me, “What is it you want?” 
 I said, “I just want to give myself to God.” 
 I expected him to be gentle, fatherly, but he shouted at me, “NOW!”  I was stunned.  He shouted again, 
“NOW!”  Then he reached for a club, and came after me.  I turned and ran.  He kept coming after me, 
brandishing his club and shouting, “Now, now.” 
 That was years ago.  He still follows me, wherever I go.  Always that stick, always that “NOW!”     
        (Theophane the Monk,  Tales of a Magic Monastery. N.Y. Crossroad Publishing, 1992) 
 
Beloved in Christ, 
 

This is one of my favorite vignettes from this wonderful little book.  It expresses clearly one of our persistent 
approaches toward a relationship to our Lord.  We all know this need for the “Now”.  There may even be brief 
moments where we actually do give ourselves fully to God, only to snatch it all back.  It is a human trait that 
we all have, and need to strive to overcome. 
 

I am also struck by what I perceive as the “NOW” for Holy Spirit.  This year will not be one of business as 
usual.  We have to, I repeat, we have to generate enough revenue to operate.  There are no reserves of any 
kind.   
 

Our budget for 2010 is a bare bones document.  There is nothing to cut.  The average pledge is $2,000, and I 
do not believe that we can squeeze this community any farther. 
 

The only option that I can see is to create new sources of income.  To me, this means new members and/or 
fundraising outside the walls of this parish.  (Someone could win the lottery, but the other two options seem 
more viable.) 
 

I have been called to a meeting with Bishop Frade and the leadership of the Diocese of Southeast Florida, 
Friday, the 30th of January, to discuss the present state of matters in the Diocese.  On Saturday, February the 
13th,  the Parish leadership will gather to do the same thing for Holy Spirit.  Please pray for our parish and 
our future.  This is a time in which we all need to engage, to not only survive as a community of faith and love, 
but to follow God’s call to thrive!  But the time is “NOW”!  We cannot wait.  We must envision how to provide 
for the present, NOW!  We must plan for our future NOW.  We must thrive as God’s community of 
love,”NOW”!

Dear Holy Spirit:  
 I had lunch with Dcn. Anita January 
22nd.  She gave me an update on our mis-

sion in Bondeau, Haiti.  We gave Anita $2,000 to support 
a classroom for one year and checks totaling $1,605 for 
supplies.  Anita said the money will be used for disaster 
relief - medicine and clean water.      
 Our project name is “South Florida Haiti Project”.  
We have more partner churches onboard now:  All Saints, 
Ft. Lauderdale; Good Shepherd, Tequesta; St. David's, 
Pennsylvania; St. Gregory's, Boca; and St. Paul's, Delray.  
Citrix Corp. was contacted for a satellite dish in hopes to 
hook up to the internet and create better communication.   
 Bishop Frade donated $2,000 which was given to 
Bishop Pere Kesner.  Bishop Kesner had spoken with  
Anita saying, “My country Haiti is destroyed.  Our cathe-
dral is destroyed as is the Holy Trinity School.  The priests 
are all sleeping outside in a camp.  People are not looting, 
they are trying to survive when they forage for supplies.  
Liogone and Holy Cross Hospital are destroyed.  Mi-
ragone is in ruins.” 
 Bishop Frade has called for a Haitian Recovery Com-
mittee which will be an umbrella committee under the 
World Mission Commission.   
 Thank you for your generosity to Haiti.

Dear Friends in Christ, 
 We offer you our sincere and humble thanks for your 
generous response to the Haiti Earthquake disaster.  Our 
partner parish, Ste. Marie Madeleine Parish in Bondeau, 
Haiti is in the country west of Port au Prince, inhabited 
by poor peasants, and will most likely be left out of major 
relief funds.  Earthquake victims left homeless in Port au 
Prince have been migrating to country villages.  We ex-
pect that very soon there will be migrants in need of shel-
ter, food, and water in Bondeau.  Your donations will be 
used to sponsor a classroom and to relieve the suffering 
of those who have lost everything. 
 Fr. Kesner Gracia, Rector of Ste. Marie Madeleine, 
was in Port au Prince at the time of the earthquake.  He 
joined the Haitian Episcopal clergy in forming The Spe-
cial Crisis Commission to deal with the disaster, all the 
while living and sleeping outside in a camp.  He phoned 
Saturday, January 23rd, to report that the school and new 
house in Bondeau are still standing.  The school teachers, 
who usually sleep in the house, are sleeping outside in 
fear of another earthquake.
